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What you need to know about AP Exams

Students who have registered for AP exams will begin sitting for those tests May 2 through May 12. Information regarding where to report for the test
and directions on how to get to the test site are posted on www.aptestservice.com Cl i ck on “Where do | report for
dent room assignment are listed by student ID numbers.

Check in for morning exams will BEGIN promptly at 7:00 a.m. and 12:00 p.m. for afternoon exams and will take approximately 30 minutes. Exam
administration will begin as soon as check in is completed so students are directed to arrive promptly at the time that check in opens. Stu-
dents who report after the actual exam administration begins will not be admitted. No exceptions. Exams will take approximately 4 hours 30 min-
utes. Please notify your coaches of AP Test dates and times and plan accordingly. Students are not allowed to leave the test early.

To enter the testing facility (most of the exams are administered at the Del Mar Fairgrounds), students will need a picture ID. Picture ID can be a cur-
rent school | D, a driver"“s license or another gover nment pendlsandeblud obblasku c h as
ink pens.

300 students, 71 students were recommended for follow-
up and 31 required immediate follow-up, for a total of 102
students requiring follow-up. This means that about 1/3 of
all students who participated in the 2011 Challenge Days
required some form of additional support.

Students requiring follow-up support met with their alpha
-counselor, and confidentiality regarding the reason for
follow-up was maintained. As an additional support to the
counselors follow-up, support groups are being offered to
the these students (as well as available to the entire stu-
dent body- advertised in the daily bulletin, and in the coun-
seling, college & career center e-newsletter).

Support groups for students who are interested and
have permission from their parents, will begin either the
week before the spring break or the week we return from
the spring break.
