ANSWER  KEY 

Check your answers with those below.  For answers with more than one possibility, give 
yourself points from within the range provided.  When you have finished, add up your total 
points. 

1.  "Soy moreno(a) y sociable."  If your answer is very similar to the sample answer (different 
adjectives are OK), give yourself 3 points; if you used 'eres' instead of ‘soy,’ give yourself only 2 
points; if you forgot to make your adjective match with your gender, give yourself only 2 points; if 
you answered with adjectives but no verb at all, give yourself only 1 point; if you didn't know 
how to answer the question or your answer was not related to the question, give yourself 0 
points. 

2.  "Sí, vivo en Del Mar.” or "No, no vivo en Del Mar." or “No, vivo en _(city)_.”  If your answer is 
very similar to one of the sample answers, give yourself 3 points; if you did not start the 
sentence with 'sí' or 'no,' give yourself 2 points; if you used ‘vives’ instead of ‘vivo,’ give yourself 
2 points; if you did not use any verb at all, give yourself 1 point; if you didn't know how to answer 
the question or your answer was not related to the question, give yourself 0 points. 

3.  "Mi escuela está en _(city)_."  If your answer is very similar to the sample answer, give 
yourself 3 points; if you answered the question correctly but left out ‘Mi escuela,’ give yourself 3 
points; if you forgot the accent mark, give yourself 2 points; if you forgot to use ‘está,’ give 
yourself 1 point; if you didn't know how to answer the question or your answer was not related to 
the question, give yourself 0 points. 

4.  "Tomo _(class)_, _(class)_ y _(class)_.” or “Estudio _(class)_, _(class)_ y _(class)_.”  If your 
answer is very similar to one of the sample answers, give yourself 3 points; if you answered 
correctly but included the word ‘yo’ in your answer, give yourself 3 points; if you didn’t use ‘el’ or 
‘la’ in front of the each class, give yourself only 2 points; if you answered the question but didn't 
use any verb at all, give yourself 1 point; if you didn't know how to answer the question or your 
answer was not related to the question, give yourself 0 points. 

5.  "En mi tiempo libre, me gusta jugar el voleibol." If your answer is very similar to the sample 
answer, give yourself 3 points (any activity is acceptable); if your answer is correct except you 
didn’t use ‘ En mi tiempo libre,’ give yourself 3 points; if you didn’t use ‘me,’ give yourself 2 
points; if you used ‘gustan,’ give yourself 2 points; if you conjugated the verb after ‘me gusta,’ 
give yourself 2 points; if you answered the question but didn't use any verb at all, give yourself 1 
point; if you didn't know how to answer the question or your answer was not related to the 
question, give yourself 0 points. 

6.  rubias (completely correct = 2 points, ‘rubia’ or ‘rubios’ = 1 point, wrong or no answer = 0 
points) 

7.  grande (completely correct = 2 points, ‘grandes’ = 1 point, ‘granda’ or no answer = 0 points) 

8.  perezosos (completely correct = 2 points, ‘perezosas’ = 1 point, ‘perezoso’ or ‘perezosa’ or 
no answer = 0 points) 

9.  amarilla (completely correct = 2 points, ‘amarillo’ or ‘amarillas’ = 1 point, ‘amarillos’ or no 
answer = 0 points) 



10.  deportistas (completely correct = 2 points, ‘deportista’ = 1 point, ‘deportisto’ or ‘deportistos’ 
or ‘deportes’ or no answer = 0 points) 

11.  ocupada (completely correct = 2 points, ‘ocupado’ or ‘ocupadas’ = 1 point, ‘ocupados’ or no 
answer = 0 points)
